Contact Revelstoke Bear Aware regarding The
Gleaning Project.

® Secure birdseed, livestock feed or pet food in a place not accessible to
bears.

If you see a bear in your neighbourhood, please call
1-877-952-7277. By failing to report a bear sighting or problem,
you are contributing to the likelihood of that bear being destroyed.
When reported, education can occur, attractants can be removed,

and the bear given a chance to move on.
